Preamble

Maharashtra has large number of farmer promoted Community Based Organisations (CBOs) including
Farmer Producer Organisations, Cluster Level Federations and Primary Agriculture Cooperative
Societies. These Community Based Organisations are actively engaged in enhancing value accruals
to its farmer member base by facilitating backward and forward linkages. There is a strong need to
enhance and expand market access of CBOs and integrate them within the organised supply chain of
Corporates, SMEs and Start-ups.

Government of Maharashtra intends to support development of inclusive and competitive agriculture
value chains by facilitating promotion of Productive Partnerships between Community Based
Organisation and Private Sector (Buyers) through its various ongoing and upcoming initiatives.
