ESHS Compliance Plan

After finalization of a contractor, it is mandatory for the contractor to prepare and

implement the Environment and Social Management Plan (ESMP). For Health and

Safety of workers and community, the plan entailing the below aspects need to be

prepared and implemented;

A) Social Management Plan:
1. In case of labour influr (if labours are not available locally and to be outsourced

from outside district/region/state) the basic residence facility [setting up of
camps, provision of residence with all basic amenities) need to be provided. Due

to labour influx, there may be risk of communicable disease, gender based

violence among workers and community. Hence the plan to avoid/mitigate these

factors also need to be prepared and implemented.
2. At workplace : The following provisions/measures need to be complied at

o The provision of clean drinking water, health and hygiene facilities, separate

washrooms for male & female, first aid ki! child crdches for women etc.
